Hosea proclaimed God’s message to the Jewish people in the eighth century B.C.

We do not know how Hosea became a prophet except that “the word of the Lord” came to him (1:1).

The images of sexual immorality not only
symbolized Israel’s running after other gods but also described Israel’s turning to other nations for protection.

Scholars agree that Mark’s Gospel is the earliest written account of Jesus’ life and ministry.
Historical data and the content of the book point to Rome as the place of composition. “Mark”
was written in the late 50’s A.D. and likely served as the literary basis for the Gospels of
Matthew and Luke. Mark himself, though not one of the Twelve disciples, was probably an early
convert and was a close companion of both Peter and Paul.
